Jack	was	born	in	Reedsport	on	the	Oregon	coast	and	graduated	from	Reedsport	High	School	in	
1950.	He	received	a	scholarship	to	play	football	at	Oregon	State	and	also	played	baseball	for	the	
Beavers.	In	1952	Jack	married	his	high	school	sweetheart,	Shirley	Andrews.	After	graduating	
from	college	and	a	stint	in	the	Air	Force,	Jack	began	his	30-year	career	in	education	at	Corvallis	
High	School	in	1956.	He	taught	physical	education	and	coached	football,	basketball,	baseball	
and	golf.	For	over	15	years,	Jack	served	as	athletic	and	activities	director.	During	his	years	in	
athletic	administration,	Corvallis	High	won	10	state	titles.

Association	serving	as	our	third	President	in	1971-72.
